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Daniel Vetter is the author of this chorale melody and this
harmonization as well.

Bach must have greatly admired
Vetter's works, since the Kantor of the Thomaskirche used this
piece as the closing chorale for his own cantata '"Liebster Gott,
wann werd ich sterben" (BWYV 8), composed around 1725.
